Gustav Weakens Further but Jamaica Still Under a Tropical Storm Warning and a Hurricane Watch

A Tropical Storm Warning and a Hurricane Watch remain in effect for Jamaica, even as a weakened Tropical Storm Gustav moves closer to Jamaica. This means that hurricane conditions still pose a possible threat while tropical storm conditions are expected to affect Jamaica in 24 hours or less.

The ODPEM continues to monitor the situation and, in addition to other previously reported activities, has:

· Pre-positioned basic emergency and relief supplies to the following regional stores:

· Northern region: supporting St. Mary, Portland and St. Ann

· Western region: supporting Westmoreland, St. James, Hanover and Trelawny

· Southern region: supporting St. Elizabeth and Manchester

The National Emergency Operations Centre (NEOC), headquartered at the ODPEM’s offices at 12 Camp Road, Kingston 4, continues to be activated and closely monitoring the progress of T.S. Gustav. Updates will be released to the public as soon as new information has been gathered.
