Anguilla

A tropical storm watch is being issued by the Department of Disaster Management as a precaution. 

The fifteenth depression of the season has formed over the eastern Caribbean Sea.  According to the national hurricane centre (NHC) Tropical Depression Fifteen could become a Tropical Storm within the next 24 hours and reach hurricane force later in the week.

Anguilla is now in the three-day forecast envelope for Tropical Depression Fifteen.  

This means Anguilla could experience Tropical Storm or Hurricane force conditions within the next 3 days.

This track has similarities to the track taken by Hurricane Lenny in 1999.
